Designed to address a multidimensional approach to working with young children with feeding
difficulties, this presentation will provide a brief overview of pediatric feeding concerns from
both medical and behavioral perspectives. The effect of sensory issues, behavior, genetics,
positioning, and muscle tone on feeding will be presented as the basis for determining the most
effective approach for assessment and intervention.

The rising incidence of Autism Spectrum Disorders (ASD) has led to an increase in social
impairments in children. In this presentation participants, will learn about social concerns
related to ASD including social awareness, social information processing, social
communication, social anxiety/avoidance and autistic traits. Diagnostic tools to identify ASD
in young children and effective treatment practices will be discussed as well as new research on
the prevalence of ASD in children with visual impairments.

Child Psychiatrist, is a widely renowned researcher in the area of Autism
Spectrum Disorders. He is the author of the Social Responsiveness Scale (SRS), a rating scale which measures
the severity of autism spectrum conditions as they occur in natural social settings. Dr. Constantino has many
clinical and research interests in disorders of social development and autism in children. He was listed in Best
Doctors in America (2002-2005) and currently holds a gubernational appointment to the Mental Health
Commission for the State of Missouri.
